Action Summary

Statewide IT Policy IT Asset Inventory / Management


DAS Statewide Policy 07-004-010 - Information Technology Asset Inventory/Management (and its attachments) are the result of several months of work by the IT Asset Management Domain Team under joint sponsorship by the State CIO and the Chief Information Officer Council. 

The Domain Team was chaired by Curt Amo, CIO Employment Department. Multi-agency development of this policy concept included experts from the following agencies: Administrative Services, Corrections, Fish and Wildlife, Human Services, Nursing, Oregon University System, Public Safety Standards and Training, Revenue, and the Oregon Department of Transportation. 

On March 10, 2004, the full CIO Council representing 25 state agencies, but considering all state agencies, then formally endorsed this emerging Statewide IT policy.

After review by the DAS Administrative staff, the policy was implemented April 20, 2004.

Attachment 3 to the policy is a chapter in the state's emerging Statewide Technical Architecture and Standards. This document was also developed by the IT Asset Management Domain Team and represents a body of work nearing that of the policy itself. The Team developed the architecture to provide a logically consistent set of guidelines for eventual use by IT professionals statewide. Its first use was to provide a foundation for the development of the policy. Together, the policy and architecture create provide a comprehensive vision for the future and an immediate action path toward that future.
