2. State agencies are one of many potential partners in achieving benchmark targets. Other partners include: cities, counties, foundations; business, communities and citizens.

3. Within state government, the legislature, the governor’s office and state agencies help to achieve statewide goals. 

The Progress Board could
1. Help government partners concur on functions and goals (see table below)
2. Provide the legislators and analysts objective information on how government is doing in contributing to statewide goals and functions, looking both across and within agencies, linking Oregon Benchmark data by function/goal to agency performance data by function/goal
