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INTRODUCTION
Oregon Performance Summaries put performance results of state agencies in the context of how Oregon, as a whole, is doing. Their purpose is to provide to policy makers with accurate, user-friendly summaries of large amounts of detailed performance data. 
The focus of this summary is state government’s contribution to education and workforce development. State government is one partner of many working to improve Oregon’s education and workforce.
Results produced by state agencies are summarized directly from state agency Annual Performance Progress Reports for fiscal year 2004-05. Summaries have been approved by each agency listed. [Note: this mockup displays incomplete, un-vetted summaries only.] Data on how Oregon is doing are based on the most recent Oregon Benchmark data available. The two sets of data are linked by state agencies. Agencies self-select those Oregon Benchmarks, if any, to which their key performance measures align.

	· Since 1997, the percentage of kindergartners entering school ready to learn has continued to increase. However, with the current trend, Oregon will fall slightly short of the 2005 target of 85% (Benchmark 18).

	· CHILD MALTREATMENT, 0-2
Child maltreatment rates for children 0-2 participating in Healthy Start (12/1000) were lower than those not participating (20/1000) in 2004. (State Commission on Children and Families pm #1)
· OCCF OUTCOME TARGETS
In 2005, 86% of commission-funded activity outcome measures meet targets. This falls short of the 90% target (State Commission on Children and Families pm #2).  The commission provides funds to the following programs (more).

· Court Appointed Special Advocates (CASA)

· Child Care and Development Fund

· Children, Youth and Families (prevention initiatives for children prenatal to 18)

· Great Start

· Healthy Start Family Support Services

· Relief Nurseries

· Safe and Stable Families

· Youth Investment (grant for non-delinquent youth who frequently act out)

· HEAD START - ENROLLMENT
In 2004, 59% of eligible children were enrolled in Head Start/Oregon Pre-K. This is a downward trend from 62% in 2002 and 63% in 2003. The target is 100%. (Oregon Department of Education pm #1)
· HEAD START – READINESS TO LEARN
In 2004, 80% of Head Start/Oregon Pre-K children entered school ready to learn. This is an improving trend from 52% in 2000 and 68% in 2002. (Oregon Department of Education pm #3)

	

	· Since 2000, 3rd graders have continued to improve their math skills, reaching the 2005 target one year early. (Benchmark 19a)

· 3rd grade reading skill levels have increased every year since 1998. (Benchmark 19b)

	· 3RD GRADE READING AND MATH
In 2005, more than 50% (the Department of Education’s target) of Oregon third graders achieved standards for third grade reading and math. (Oregon Department of Education pm #5) The NCLB target is 100%. Approximate scores by subgroup: 
· Hispanic-71% reading, 72% math
· African American-79% reading, 76% math
· Native American-83% reading, 82% math
· White-89% reading, 89% math
· Asian-90% reading, 90% math
· SERVICES FOR CHILDREN 
In 2004, public library services for children (book checkouts and program participation) increased 9%, up from an increase of 8% in 2003 and 6% in 2002. The State Library made 124 Ready to Read Grants to local public libraries in 2004-05 totaling $597,310. (Oregon Library pm #9)
