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	1. What infrastructure is now in place to enable you to continue producing annual performance reports; disseminate them to the public; and obtain feedback from the public on a regular basis? Who, in addition to yourself, is supporting this effort?

	Roles and functions of Oregon’s performance measure system are described in Oregon’s 2007-09 Budget Instructions to State Agencies, pages C-19 through C-28. According to this agreement between parties in the legislative (Legislative Fiscal Office) and executive (Department of Administrative Services) branches, the Progress Board has primary responsibility for communicating performance data to the public (4.e, page C-24). However, attempts to prepare a government-wide performance report or even policy-centered performance reports across agencies in the same policy area have met with resistance. No specific mechanism for getting public feedback at the enterprise level (across about 80 state agencies). The Progress Board currently lacks enthusiastic support in this area from the Governor’s Office and legislative leaders. 


	2. If this program were expanded in some form to other jurisdictions, would you be interested in helping as a mentor or in other ways? Tell us here if you have suggestions for how you and other grantees can help other jurisdictions.  

	Most jurisdictions will not share Oregon’s somewhat unique situation of trying to get government agencies to link their “15,000 ft” performance measures to “30,000 ft” societal measures such as Oregon Benchmarks. That would be the area in which I’d like to add value should it be of interest to other jurisdictions.


	3. Do you know of other places interested in doing similar work? Which? Who?

	I recently received calls from Mexico and Poland who want to mimic the Oregon Benchmarks!
Quite a bit of interest in public reporting was expressed in the April meeting of the Oregon Public Performance Measure Association. We have a list.


	4. At our annual meeting here in April you mentioned that it would be helpful for us to convene annual meetings for you to continue to share your experiences, tips and progress. (We are working on this idea.) Do you have any other suggestions to help this initiative flourish?

	Annual performance reports are used in the Ways and Means process. John Q. Public is a different audience. Political support and resources are needed to prepare a balanced, honest government-wide performance report for public consumption. Some agencies develop their own PR-type performance reports, but they are not the same as a tell-it-like-it-is progress report. Any ammunition about the advantages and benefits would be useful.
