Oregon Benchmark Criteria
On July 27th, the Progress Board approved these criteria. Italicized font indicates changes requested at that meeting.
An Oregon Benchmark should:

1. Be a societal-level measure that transcends politics and organization

2. Be relevant to Oregon’s quality of life by linking to one of the three Oregon Shines goals, which are:

· Quality Jobs for All Oregonians

· Engaged, Caring and Safe Communities

· Healthy, Sustainable Surroundings

3. Emphasize results, not efforts
4. Be measurable with quality data that are auditable and economical to gather 
(Auditable means that an auditor can track the data back to its source to verify accuracy. The source is accessible and reliable.)
5. Be comparable to a standard and/or to the State of Washington and the U.S. 
6. Be actionable through public policy or within the private sector
7. Be understandable to citizens of Oregon
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
