Balance:n 2005, 47% of Oregonians thought it was likely that Oregon will strike
an appropriate balance in the management of its forests for environmental, social,
and economic benefits while 39% believed this was unlikely. While this question

Sustainability: Oregonians want timber harvesting to remain an important

when asked what sustainable forestry means to them, residents related that it
means balancing economic, environmental, and recreational interesteaving a
healthy harvest each year while maintaining all that they value about the forests.

Certification: Threequarters of Oregonians find it important that wood
products come from a welmanaged forest, as certified by an independent
organization. They also continue to view wood products as a better environmental
choice than alternatives such as steel, plastic, and concrete.

Blomass: In addition to supporting sustainable timber harvesting, Oregonians
are supportive of developing the biomass industry in Oregon. While over -biadf

have not heard of using biomass from agriculture and forests in Oregon as a
renewable source of energy to supplement hydro and coal generated energy, 75%
of Oregonians believe it is important to develop this industry. This is an increase of
23 points from 2005.

faceted regulatory and prevention strategies. They recognize that no one thing is

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Appearance: Oregonians greatly value the appearance of the foresttheir
beauty, scenery, cleanliness, green color, size and density, old growth, and being
undeveloped. Signs that the forests have been negatively altered by humans,
especially harvesting, greatly influences how well they think the forests are being
managed and their support for industry related activities in the forests.

Replanting: Conversely, signs of replanting after harvest, selective harvesting,
protection of water sources and wildlife habitat, and preventing wildfires represent
to residents that the forests are being well managed. In messaging and
communications, it would be wise to highlight areas in which these actions are bein
taken. It would also be beneficial to discuss ways in which Oregon is an example of
sustainable forestryg protecting the forests while creating Zlcentury jobs in the
timber and biomass industries.
